Tsars hereditary rulers of Russia
Monarch king or queen
Dynasty a series of rulers from the same group

Communism a system of government based on shared
ownership of wealth

Revolution the overthrow of a government by force

Socialism a system of government based on
community ownership of wealth

In 1922 the country was re-named
as the USSR: the Union of Soviet
Socialist Republics (CCCP in the
Cuyrillic alphabet). Communists
believed that everyone should have
an equal share of the country’s
wealth. The idea was developed by
a German philosopher, Karl Marx, in
the 19th century.

The USSR again fought with the
Allies in WW2 and was instrumental
in defeating the German forces.

After the war, the USSR took control
of many countries to the East of
Germany. The boundary between
East and West became known as
The Iron Curtain, a term coined

by Winston Churchill. This marked
the beginning of the cold war - a
time when the West and the USSR
were on the brink of war and deeply
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In 1924, Lenin died and was
succeeded by Josef Stalin, a

. ruthless dictator. Stalin crushed

any opposition, sending approx.
18,000,000 people to internment
camps known as gulags between
1930 and his death in 1953.
Between 1-2 million people are
thought to have died in the camps.
